Stream Buffer Evaluator.  





Objectives


A Stream Buffer Evaluator develops his or her ability to assess the vegetation along a stream (called a riparian buffer zone), in relation to that buffer’s ability to protect water quality, provide wildlife habitat, and meet other landowner objectives.





Duties and Responsibilities:


Learn how to evaluate stream buffer vegetation, using RappFLOW’s evaluation methods and field handbook.


Participate in buffer assessment field activities with other RappFLOW volunteers.


Document the results of an evaluation, using RappFLOW’s riparian buffer data sheet.





Qualifications and Requirements


Background in some environmental field, or strong interest in our watershed, water quality issues, forests, biodiversity, biology, wildlife, etc. 





Lines of Communication


You will work with our Team Leader of Stream Buffers and/or our Project Director.





Orientation and Training


On the job training is provided by our Team Leader of Stream Buffers or Program Director, with technical  assistance from the VA Department of Forestry and the Culpeper Soil & Water Conservation District.





Times Needed and Place of Work


From January – September, 2007, approximately 12 field activities will be conducted, primarily in the Sperryville area along the Thornton River. 





Commitment Required


Volunteers should be prepared to participate in at least six of the planned field activities during 2007, each activity taking approximately 2 – 3 hours.





Challenge?


This activity requires minimal physical strength or agility.  Occasionally, must be physically able to walk through rough terrain.
