Stream Buffer Site Preparer





Objectives


A Stream Buffer site preparer will assist in preparing a site for planting or otherwise managing vegetation along the stream.  Under direction of a site manager, the volunteer will assist in such tasks as removing invasive plants, digging holes, moving rocks, preparing soil, measuring distances, staking locations, etc.





Duties and Responsibilities:


Learn how to prepare a stream buffer site for improvement of the vegetation.


Participate in field activities with other RappFLOW volunteers.

Interest in stream protection, forests, biodiversity, native plants, wildlife, etc.

Orientation and Training


On the job training is provided by our Team Leader of Stream Buffers or Program Director, with technical  assistance from the VA Department of Forestry and the Culpeper Soil & Water Conservation District.





Times Needed and Place of Work


From March – November, 2007, approximately 12 field activities will be conducted, primarily in the Sperryville area along the Thornton River. 





Commitment Required


Volunteers should be prepared to participate in at least three of the planned field activities during 2007, each activity taking approximately 2 – 3 hours.
